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Privacy Notice for Members


What We Need
Aberdeen Full Bore Gun Club will be the “controller” of the personal information that you provide to us, unless otherwise stated.
When you register as a member of Aberdeen Full Bore Gun Club or renew your membership (including if you are registering or renewing on behalf of a child under the age of 18), we will ask you for the following personal information:
· Basic personal details – name, address, telephone number, email address, date of birth and place of birth. 
· Additional personal details – Profession, FAC details (eg, FAC No, Issuing Body, rifles), etc. 
· Membership related information– Fee category, Status (eg. probationer, Full), qualifications (eg. LRO, NRA-RCO), affiliations to National Governing Bodies, Club attendance (including shooting log), NRA Competency, etc.

Why We Need Your Personal Information – Legal Obligations
We are under a legal obligation to process certain personal information relating to our members for the purposes of complying with our obligations under the a) Firearms Act (1997) and b) Protection of Vulnerable Groups (Scotland) Act 2007 to check that our coaches and volunteers are able to undertake regulated work with children and vulnerable adults.
PLEASE NOTE: If a member fails to provide basic personal details and FAC information, the club cannot fulfil it legal obligations to the police and membership will be terminated. 

Why We Need Your Personal Information – Legitimate Purposes
We also process our members’ personal information in pursuit of the club’s legitimate interests to:
· Promote and encourage participation in the sport by sending members’ communications and booking information for upcoming competitions and events.
· Provide competition in shooting by accepting and managing entries for our competitions and checking your personal information to ensure you are entered into the correct category;
· Develop and maintain our members’ qualifications, including sending email communications to members to inform you of upcoming courses, renewal requirements and verify that you have completed any mandatory training and PVG/child protection requirements; and
· Respond to and communicate with members regarding your questions, comments, support needs or complaints, concerns or allegations in relation to shooting. We will use your personal information to investigate your complaint, suspend membership and take disciplinary action where appropriate.
Where we process your personal information in pursuit of the legitimate interests of the club, you have the right to object to us using your personal information for the above purposes.  If you wish to object to any of the above processing, please contact us on info@afbgc.co.uk. If we agree and comply with your objection, this may affect our ability to undertake the tasks above for the benefit of you as a member.

Other Uses Of Your Personal Information
Our competitions and events may be filmed or photographed and your personal information may also be used in images captured from our competitions and events, which we use for promotional, education and development purposes 
Information collected during club championships and fun shoots is published internally. For external publication of these competitions, specific consent is obtained for use of photos on websites & social media and club members are able to request that their identity is anonymised for external publication.
NRA-sanctioned Open Competitions (i.e. Wapinschaw) publish their results and photos on several websites and contributes to National rankings and Scotland Team selection. Consent for this forms part of the entry acknowledgement. 
Although unlikely, we may ask you if we can process your personal information for additional purposes that do not fall within the above purposes. Where we do so, we will provide you with information on how we will use your information for these additional purposes.
AFBGC will not sell or publicise your personal information (exception – see previous point)  in any way.

Who We Share Your Personal Information With
We may be required to share personal information with statutory or regulatory authorities and organisations to comply with statutory obligations.
Such organisations include the Police Scotland, Health & Safety Executive, Disclosure Scotland, Insurance Agents.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]As an affiliated club of National Rifle Association (NRA) we are required to provide the NRA with member’s basic details for the purposes of competency.  We will share your name and contact details with NRA who will become a controller of your personal information when they receive it.
To improve security, shortly the club will use an external company, Go-membership, for managing the clubs membership information. The club remains the controller of the data and the company is fully compliant with the new GDPR regulations
We may also share personal information with our professional and legal advisors for the purposes of taking advice.
In the event that we need to share personal information with external third parties, we will only share such personal information strictly required for the specific purposes and take reasonable steps to ensure that recipients shall only process the disclosed personal information in accordance with those purposes.

How We Protect Your Personal Information
Your personal information is stored on personal electronic filing systems and in paper form as well as on servers based in the UK and EU which are accessed only by Office bearers for the purposes set out above. Personal systems are all protected with secure passwords and regularly updated anti-viral software as a minimum. Paper copies of personal information are distributed among the main Office bearers (as strictly relevant to their roles) and securely stored in various locations. 

How Long We Keep Your Personal Information
We will only keep your personal information for as long as necessary to provide you with membership services.  Unless you ask us not to, we will review and possibly delete your personal information where you have not renewed your membership with us for six years. 
Note: By law we must keep basic membership and attendance information for 5 years after leaving the club

Your Rights
You can exercise any of the following rights by writing to us at info@afbgc.co.uk by logging on to your online account.

Your rights in relation to your personal information are:
· You have a right to request access to the personal information that we hold about you by making a “subject access request”; 
· If you believe that any of your personal information is inaccurate or incomplete, you have a right to request that we correct or complete your personal information;
· You have a right to request that we restrict the processing of your personal information for specific purposes; and

If you wish us to delete your personal information, you may request that we do so however legal requirements may prevent us from doing so (see above) 
Any requests received by Aberdeen Full Bore Gun Club will be considered under applicable data protection legislation.  If you remain dissatisfied, you have a right to raise a complaint with the Information Commissioner’s Office at www.ico.org.uk
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
